To understand that we live in a global economy, one need look no further than the Great River Region.  At least seven manufacturing companies in the region have international owners and these companies employ several hundred workers.  The companies include:  Alfagomma America, Borghi USA, CNH, COBO International, Roquette America, Seimens Power Generation and Stuke Iowa – USA.  The parent companies are located in Denmark, France, Germany and Italy.  These companies, all successful in their home countries and Europe, have identified the United States as a very significant market for their products and have seized upon the opportunity to expand their business here.  Southeast Iowa is centrally and strategically located for their operations.
In addition to the value of having these businesses operate here, providing jobs and making investments in the region, a side benefit is that personnel from these international locations reside in Southeast Iowa and contribute to economy and culture of the region. In some instances they have decided to make the United States their permanent home.
